1. Check drawers and closets for any personal items such as clothes, jewelry, chargers, gifts ect.

2. Clean off all dirty dishes and place in the dishwasher. Please scrape food leftovers into the garbage and not
down the sink. Once dishwasher cycle is complete please put them away in the correct location.

3. Empty all open leftover food and drink items from both fridges and kitchen areas and place in garbage.

4. Take all house trash outside to the garbage cans to the left of the parking pergola behind the stick doors
along the wall.

a. (Garbage comes Mon, Wed and Fri. If you are staying during those days we recommend placing the
garbage on the street by the garbage storage area so that it will be picked up by the garbage man)
This really helps to keep down on ants and critters at the house and makes it much easier during
checkout if you keep up on this during the stay.

5. Strip all used bedding and place used towels in the laundry baskets provided in each room to help our
cleaning staff

6. Ifthere is anything you want to leave for the maids they would very much appreciate it. This can be unopen
food/drink items, tips, gifts ect. Just please leave a note letting them know it is ok to take it and set it on the
counter by the sink.

7. Please leave us feedback in the Casa del Sol Naciente A-Z Guide and it would be greatly appreciated to
leave a review for us and other guests on VRBO to let everyone know what you thought. We use this
feedback to always try to improve in every way we can.

8. Check to make sure ALL lights, fans, electronics and A/C units are turned off.

9. C(lose and lock all windows and doors.
